Planting and Care of Daffodils

We will be giving you three daffodil bulbs at the November meeting. This is what you should do
with them:

Put your bag of bulbs in the refrigerator until time to plant. After Thanksgiving, but before
Christmas, dig a hole 10 inches in diameter and 7 inches deep. Put a bulb in the 3 corners, point
side up, root side down. Cover with the dirt. In the spring, you will have a splash of color and
they will have room to multiply. In 3 years, you can separate them! After they bloom, do NOT
cut the green part - let it furn brown. The plant is using that greenery to make the bloom for
the next spring. Enjoy for years to come!
